     Base One 3½ʺ x 10½ʺ rectangle One 3½ʺ x 5” rectangle 

Lining Fabric   

     Lining Front and Back Two 10½ʺ x 12½ʺ rectangles Two 5” x 5” squares 

     Lining Sides Two 3½ʺ x 12½ʺ rectangles Two 3½ʺ x 5” rectangles 

     Lining Base One 3½ʺ x 10½ʺ rectangle One 3½ʺ x 5” rectangle
